The following tells you why the art 
of play is so important: 
   1. Kids learn to socialize 

through play. It may look like a simple game of hide-and-seek, 
but it’s how kids learn about rules, role-playing and working with 
one another.  
   2. Play teaches numbers, letters and reasoning. When 
kid sort sticks and stones, read stories and ask questions about 
the world, they’re preparing for a lifetime of learning.  
   3. Play breeds imagination and innovation. You only have 
to watch a small group of children playing with blocks for a few 
minutes to know how such activities encourage creativity. Deny 
kids that experience, and they lose out.  
   4. Play helps kids to cope. The average game of tag is full of 
drama and through disagreements and the occasional bruise, kids 
learn to deal with bigger problems.
